ask to see the maintenance history going back to 1999.  To keep Serenade in top shape we aim to make a significant renewal or upgrade most years.

Our Boat Safety Scheme Certificate was last renewed in 2022. 
A hull survey in June 2025 advised overplating of the baseplate will be required.   When completed, the surveyor commented that Serenade will be “a well-appointed narrowboat with many years of life ahead of her”.
